Scottish Golf Charitable Trust Grant Application Guidelines for Clubs and Charities 

Background

The Scottish Golf Charitable Trust (SGCT) core purposes are to support the following through the provision of grants:
· Participation in golf for all individuals/bodies providing coaching and support programmes throughout Scotland
· Programmes and initiatives that provide opportunities for all young golfers to develop their golf and life skills
· Educational opportunities for golf club managers and volunteers to develop their skills 
· Environmental best practice at all Scottish golf facilities including supporting the provision of advice and projects to advance sustainable use of golf facilities.

How much is available?
Eligible individuals and organisations can apply for grants from a minimum of £500 to a maximum of £10,000. 

Who can apply for funding?
To be eligible for a grant award, applicants must meet the following criteria:
· The initiative meets at least one of the Charity purposes (as defined above).
Please ensure the Main Applicant meets the eligibility requirements and the application addresses the purposes of the SGCT.

Examples of what the grant can support:
· Match funding for the Scottish Golf Roving Pro Programme
· Costs of training volunteers and committee members
· Junior golf programmes and initiatives
· Programmes to support more people playing golf

SGCT will be looking for evidence that the activity or programme could not take place without a grant and will make a demonstrable, positive impact as well as being sustainable beyond the grant funded delivery.

What will the Charity not support?

The Charity will not support a for profit organisation – one which provides a financial return to shareholders/owners. A maximum of 10% of the grant award can be used for overheads if SGCT consents.  

How to submit a Grant Application
Applications must be submitted to SGCT via the following form [insert link].

Outline of Grant Application

All applicants must complete and return a SGCT Application Form to be considered for a grant award. Applicants should ensure they have read and understood the Grant Application Guidelines before completing the Grant Application Form.
Part 1 – Eligibility Check
Applicants must first confirm their eligibility. If applicants answer ‘No’ to any of the questions in Part 1, the application will be deemed ineligible for funding and therefore will not be considered.
Part 2 – Award Criteria
Eligible applications will be assessed by the SGCT Trustees, decisions will be based only on the information provided within the application form. Please be as clear as possible as you will not have the opportunity to provide any additional information once the application has been submitted. 

Applications will be assessed against the following criteria. Please provide a response for each question in the corresponding application form.
1. Summary of Activity: Please provide a summary of the proposed initiative clearly explaining what the activity is and how it will be delivered. The description should give Evaluators a clear understanding of exactly what the grant funding will support. This is the ‘what’ of your application.
2. Alignment to Charity Purposes: Applicants should clearly explain how the proposed activity meets the SGCT’s Core Purposes.
3. Targets and Outcomes: Applicants are required to quantify the targets and outcomes they aim to achieve. 
4. Sustainability: Please outline your plans to sustain or develop the initiative beyond the proposed delivery phase. It is essential that successful applicants demonstrate their initiative can make a measurable impact beyond the funded delivery phase. 
5. Budget: Trustees will take into consideration the proposed targets and outcomes of the initiative against the level of funding requested, as well as the level of additional funding already attained, to provide confidence to the trustees that the application will deliver strong outcomes.
6. Project Plan: Please provide a project plan clearly indicating each step from inception through to completion, including the planning, delivery, and evaluation. For each milestone, indicate the date(s), the key deliverable, and the outcome from that deliverable. 

Evaluation Criteria

Applications will be evaluated by the Trustees in accordance with a set evaluation criteria. The Trustees will conduct an evaluation of each application using the following scoring mechanism for each criteria.

	Nil or incomplete response. Does not meet any of the criteria necessary to meet the standard application requirement.


	1
	Insufficient response. Meets some of the standard application criteria. Demonstrates understanding of the application requirement but does not include the detail necessary to demonstrate how that requirement will be met.


	2
	Acceptable response. Meets the standard application criteria. Demonstrates an understanding of the application requirement and provides some of the detail necessary to demonstrate how that requirement will be met.


	3
	Good response. Meets the standard application criteria. Demonstrates a good understanding of the application requirement with sufficient detail necessary to demonstrate how that requirement will be met.


	4
	Strong response. Meets or exceeds the standard application criteria. Demonstrates a thorough understanding of the application requirement with comprehensive detail and context to demonstrate how that requirement will be met.




All applications will initially be scored independently by the Trustees. Once independent evaluations are completed and verified, the Trustees will then jointly agree on final cumulative scores for each application. 

Applications will then be ranked in order of total score achieved with top-ranked applicants invited to go through a due diligence process before funding is released. 

Monitoring and Evaluation
Depending on the size of the grant, successful applications may be required to provide a formal evaluation to the SGCT after the initiative has finished. These will include both quantitative and qualitative results.
